Background text for tonight’s lesson: 2 Timothy 2:14-3:7, 4:2-4

What criteria do you use to spot a false teacher?

What are some indicators from the text:

What should we do about/with false teachers?

Consider these simple tests from Adrian Rogers from Ephesians 2:8-9:

1. _______________Test – do they accept some other source beyond the Bible

2. _______________ Test – Jesus is the Messiah, virgin born, co-equal, co-eternal with God

3. _______________ Test – the Gospel is the primary subject of all teaching

4. _______________ Test – by through faith alone

5. _______________ Test – live and teach a holy life, separate from sin

Also take into account these two important aspects of a true Bible teacher:

1. When you talk about or consider a particular pastor or teacher what is the first (or 2nd  or 3rd) thing that comes to mind?  Essentially, what are they about? (2 Timothy 4:2-3 and Acts 20:27-28)

2. Do you recognize Christ’s voice coming out through his teaching? (John 10:25-27, 1 John 4:1-3)

Proverbs 16:1-6, Matthew 7:13-27, 12:33-34, 2 Corinthians 11:13-15, Titus 1:16, Jude 1:4

The basic biblical discipline that is presented here is that of Discernment
