Class 4: Testimony and True and False Conversion

“Beware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep’s clothing, but inwardly they are ravening wolves.” – Matthew 7:15

Review: Romans 10:9, 2 Peter 3:15 & Psalm 19:7

We must be careful and cautious: 

Matthew 13:28-30, also be aware that a third of Jesus’ parables involved the topic of false teachers and false converts, yet He never spoke of anyone losing their salvation.

The endeavor is not to “grade” your testimony rather compare it to Scripture and with consideration review the facts.  John Piper has said of testimonies “if there is no conversion story how do you know there was ever a conversion?”

Two stories: saved from a crash at age 12 and then this week…a testimony?

For some additional guidance regarding your testimony: consider your life before being born again then your encounter with the gospel followed by your changed life…

Now let’s practice witnessing in pairs

Remember to stay on subject, don’t get led down rabbit holes but be courteous, and don’t dwell on the person’s answers. Remember when you mention the death of Jesus you also include the burial and resurrection. Finally, follow-up or have a partner do so: repentance and faith!

Follow-up questions for Christians you encounter:

Do you read your Bible daily?

Are you connected with a church that teaches the Bible and honors Jesus as Lord?

Can they verbalize the gospel themselves?

Still, review repentance and faith.
