	There is some disagreement as to the identity of Darius the Mede.  Some think it to be another name for Cyrus the Great who was both a Mede as well as a Persian.  Others feel it to be a reference to a Mede governor who ruled under Cyrus.

	And now I will tell you the truth. Behold, three more kings are going to arise in Persia. Then a fourth will gain far more riches than all of them; as soon as he becomes strong through his riches, he will arouse the whole empire against the realm ofGreece. (Daniel 11:2).
	Cyrus the Great captured Babylon in 539 B.C.
    • Cambyses II, Cyrus’ son (530‑522)
    • Smerdis, Cambyses alleged brother (522)
    • Darius I the Great (521‑486)
The fourth king was Xerxes (486‑465).  He brought the strength of the Persian Empire against  to Greece, burning Athens  the ground and attempting to push into the southern peninsula before suffering the defeat at Salamis.

	And a mighty king will arise, and he will rule with great authority and do as he pleases. 4 But as soon as he has arisen, his kingdom will be broken up and parceled out toward the four points of the compass, though not to his own descendants, nor according to his authority which he wielded; for his sovereignty will be uprooted and given to others besides them. (Daniel 11:3-4).
	The prophecy now jumps forward to the rise of a great king who would accomplish all within his will.  This is the story of Alexander the Great, the young king of Macedon who conquered all the Persian Empire and marched his armies all the way to the borders of India before turning back.
Alexander died in Babylon in the summer of 323 B.C., a mere month before his 33rd birthday.  His death plunged the newly found empire into war as one and then another of these generals attempted to take a portion for himself.

	Then the king of the South will grow strong, along with one of his princes who will gain ascendancy over him and obtain dominion; his domain will be a great dominion indeed. (Daniel 11:5).
	Ptolemy I Soter was one of Alexander’s generals who took control of Egypt.  One of his own generals was Seleucus who eventually rose to ascendancy over Mesopotamia and Syria.

	252
	And after some years they will form an alliance, and the daughter of the king of the South will come to the king of the North to carry out a peaceful arrangement. But she will not retain her position of power, nor will he remain with his power, but she will be given up, along with those who brought her in, and the one who sired her, as well as he who supported her in those times. (Daniel 11:6).
	Ptolemy I died in 285 and his son, Ptolemy IIPhiladelphus eventually arranged an alliance with the Seleucid king Antiochus II Theos in which Antiochus II was to marry Bernice, the daughter of Ptolemy II.  However, Antiochus II already had a wife named Laodice and she did not take kindly to being divorced.  She conspired to have both Bernice and her infant son assassinated.  Antiochus II was subsequently poisoned.
Laodice ruled as regent until her own son, SeleucusII Callinicus, was old enough to assume the throne of the Seleucid Empire.

	But one of the descendants of her line will arise in his place, and he will come against their army and enter the fortress of the king of the North, and he will deal with them and display great strength. (Daniel 11:7).
	Ptolemy III Euergetes organized a campaign to avenge the murder of his sister.  He capturedAntioch and marched all the way to Bactria and also defeated the Seleucid navy in the Aegean, recapturing the former conquests of his father inAsia Minor.

	240
	And also their gods with their metal images and their precious vessels of silver and gold he will take into captivity to Egypt, and he on his part will refrain from attacking the king of the North for some years. 9 Then the latter will enter the realm of the king of the South, but will return to his own land. (Daniel 11:8-9).
	Ptolemy III went on to recapture the treasures that had been looted from Egypt in the days of Cambyses.
Ptolemy III and Seleucus II eventually made a treaty in 240 B.C. and Ptolemy III returned home to Egyptwhere he was given the title by the Egyptians ofEuergetes – “Good worker.”

	226-223
	And his sons will mobilize and assemble a multitude of great forces; and one of them will keep on coming and overflow and pass through, that he may again wage war up to his very fortress.  (Daniel 11:10).
	Seleucus II was succeeded by his son Seleucus III who only lived three years before being followed by his younger brother, Antiochus III (the Great).
Antiochus III set out on a battle of conquest, marching to the borders of Egypt where he was met by Ptolemy IV.




	218
	And the king of the South will be enraged and go forth and fight with the king of the North. Then the latter will raise a great multitude, but that multitude will be given into the hand of the former.  12 When the multitude is carried away, his heart will be lifted up, and he will cause tens of thousands to fall; yet he will not prevail.  (Daniel 11:11-12).
	Antiochus III was defeated by Ptolemy IV at the Battle of Raphia in 218 B.C.  Antiochus III had to give up Palestine and Phoenicia to Egypt.
Over the next 15 years, Antioch III was busy fighting elsewhere and his conquests took him all the way to the Caspian Sea in the north and to theIndus River in the east.

	For the king of the North will again raise a greater multitude than the former, and after an interval of some years he will press on with a great army and much equipment. (Daniel 11:13).
	Antiochus III returned to take up arms once more against Egypt, taking Gaza in 201 B.C.

	201
	Now in those times many will rise up against the king of the South; the violent ones among your people will also lift themselves up in order to fulfill the vision, but they will fall down. (Daniel 11:14).
	A pro-Seleucid party rose up in Jerusalem, but it was put down by the Egyptian general Scopas who pushed up to the area north of Israel that would be known as Caesarea Philippi.

	200
	Then the king of the North will come, cast up a siege mound, and capture a well‑fortified city; and the forces of the South will not stand their ground, not even their choicest troops, for there will be no strength to make a stand. (Daniel 11:15).
	As Antiochus III counterattacked, Scopas retreated to Sidon and found himself under siege at that city by the Seleucid King, finally losing the city to him.

	But he who comes against him will do as he pleases, and no one will be able to withstand him; he will also stay for a time in theBeautiful Land, with destruction in his hand. (Daniel 11:16).
	Antiochus III moved southward into Palestine, taking Jerusalem in 198.

	195
	And he will set his face to come with the power of his whole kingdom, bringing with him a proposal of peace which he will put into effect; he will also give him the daughter of women to ruin it. But she will not take a stand for him or be on his side. (Daniel 11:17).
	Antiochus III entered into an alliance with the young Ptolemy V who was still a boy.  The alliance was sealed by Ptolemy V marrying Cleopatra, the daughter of Antiochus III.
Rather than being an influence on behalf of her father, Cleopatra became an ardent supporter ofEgypt, even reigning a regent after the death of her husband in 181.

	Then he will turn his face to the coastlands and capture many. But a commander will put a stop to his scorn against him; moreover, he will repay him for his scorn. (Daniel 11:18).
	Antiochus III had invaded Thrace and was now asked by a league of city states in central Greece to aid them in their fight against Macedonia and the Peloponnesians.  Meanwhile, the Romans threw in their weight against Antiochus III and he was forced to withdraw from Greece. 

	189-188
	So he will turn his face toward the fortresses of his own land, but he will stumble and fall and be found no more. (Daniel 11:19).
	The Romans under Lucius Cornelius ScipioAsiaticus, the brother of Scipio Africanus, followed Antiochus III into Anatolia and met him in battled. Though the Romans were greatly outnumbered, they won a victory.  Antiochus III had to give up all of Anatolia as well as his son, Antiochus IV who went as a hostage to Rome.

	Then in his place one will arise who will send an oppressor through the Jewel of his kingdom; yet within a few days he will be shattered, though neither in anger nor in battle. (Daniel 11:20).
	Antiochus III was killed by an enraged mob when he attempted to rob the temple of Bel in Elymais to pay the Roman demands.
Seleucus IV Philopator succeeded to the throne and sought to take funds from the temple in Jerusalem(2 Maccabees 3:7‑40).  Seleucus IV was eventually poisoned.

	Daniel 11:21-35 are to be understood as describing the career of Antiochus IV Epiphanes that will mirror/foreshadow the future Antichrist (Daniel 8)
Daniel 11:36-45 are prophecies predicting the actions/desolations of the future Antichrist (Matthew 24:15-28)




Great Conflicts for Israel
Introduction - In Daniel 10:1 Daniel receives a message, one that speaks of great conflict to come.  Chapter 10 then goes on to speak specifically about the heavenly conflict that was going on between Satan’s demonic angel (the prince of the kingdom of Persia) and God’s angels, Gabriel (?) and Michael (Israel’s Prince, 10:21 and 12:1), In 10:21 Gabriel (?) also speaks of the prince of Greece to come which they must stand against. 
	Chapter 11 gives us more insight into the visions we have already read about in Chapters 2, 7, and 8 of Daniel. The Babylonian empire is already history at this point in Daniel’s life.  The Medo-Persian empire is currently the empire in power, but is about to be conquered by the next world power, Greece.  Most of Chapter 11 focuses on the Greek Empire.  In chapter 2 of Daniel it is the kingdom of the stomach and thighs of bronze, in chapter 7 it is represented by a leopard with four heads and wings, then in chapter 8 it is represented by the goat with one horn.  Midway through chapter 11 we notice that the next and last world empire, Rome, makes its presence known.  
As we have already said throughout this study the book of Daniel is one of the most attacked books of the Bible by the critics because of its extremely accurate prophetic writings, and out of all the chapters in Daniel, 11 is the most attacked.  The critics say there is absolutely no way anyone could possibly write the future with such accurate detail.  In a sense they are correct man cannot but God can, and did.    
Also, the chapter 11 division is misleading, as it gives the impression that this is another vision/timeframe in the life of Daniel, when in fact it’s a continuation of Chapter 10.  The angel is continuing his explanation/interpretation of the vision of Jesus as the brilliant conqueror in his 2nd coming (10:5-6) to comfort Daniel for the terrible conflicts decreed for Israel. This is the key to understanding that while some conflicts (Daniel 11:1-20) will be fulfilled during inter-testamental times, at least some of Chapter 11 prophecy mirrors/foreshadows the future anti-Christ (Antiochus Epiphanies/Daniel 11:21-35), and that some (Daniel 11:36-45) has no known historical parallel and no doubt will be fulfilled during the future tribulation by the final beast/Anti-Christ.    
Verse 1 - Two views of 11:1: Protecting/helping Michael or Darius?  1st view: Just as Michael helped me (the angel) against the prince of Persia, I helped him (Michael) two years prior in the first year of Darius.  2nd view: This angel is relating a previous assignment (protecting and encouraging Darius the Mede/Gabaru/first introduced in Daniel 6).  Angels are sent to ensure the will of God and his control over time, epochs, kings, and kingdoms (Daniel 2:21, Acts 1:7, 1 Thessalonians 5:1) comes to pass, including in this case God using Darius the Mede/Gabaru (Cyrus’ General and later governor of Babylon) to judge Belshazzar and carry out his judgment/writing on the wall in Daniel 5:25-28  'MENE, MENE, TEKEL, UPHARSIN.' ('MENE '-- God has numbered your kingdom and put an end to it.   "'TEKEL '-- you have been weighed on the scales and found deficient.   "'PERES '-- your kingdom has been divided and given over to the Medes and Persians.").  This angel’s current assignment is ensuring God’s will in the administration of the king of Persia (Daniel 10:13) which he left momentarily to bring Daniel his requested interpretation (with the help of Michael) and then after delivering the interpretation returned to his assignment with the king of Perisa (10:20), most likely fighting, controlling, retraining the demon(s) that possessed or oppressed this king like in Isaiah 14/Ezekiel 28 trying to divert the king and his decisions from the will/decrees of God. 
Verse 2 – This angel ensures/predicts that three more Persia Kings are about to come, then a final/powerful fourth king of Persia who will attack Greece, before the coming of Alexander the Great (“a mighty king will arise and he will rule with great authority and o as he pleases”).  So after Cyrus, 3 more kings of no real significance will rise in Persia (Cambyses 530-522, Psuedo-Smerdis 522, and Darius Hystaspes 522-486).  Then a fourth king will rise with much wealth and power and he,(Ahasuerus, better known as Xerxes, king during the book of Esther) will rise up against Greece with a mighty army, but fail to conquer.   There were other non-note worthy kings after Xerxes.  Probably the significance of mentioning Xerxes is that it sets the stage for the kingdom of the Greece to fulfill prophecy and conquer the Medo-Persia empire. 
Verse 3 – A mighty king will rise and he will have great authority and will do as he pleases. Alexander the Great will lead Greece and conquer the whole known world by the age of 32. No one will be able to stop him (8:5-7).

Verse 4 – He will die at the height of his glory at the age of 32 (323 B.C.) with no legitimate heir.  He did have a mentally challenged half brother, an illegitimate son, and a son not yet born at the time of his death.  All three were killed, and his kingdom was divided up between his four generals.

From this point on in Daniel 11 scripture will refer to the King of the North and King of the South.  These directions given are in relation to Israel, and to the north (Syria) are the Seleucids and to the south (Egypt) are the Ptolemies.  Verses 5-20 cover approximately 200 years of conflict. What do these two gentile nations fighting each other have to do with Israel?  Israel is caught in the middle and most of the fighting goes on in Israel.  Each time these two sides meet in battle Israel comes under the rule of the winning nation.  Thus, Israel is a place of constant conflict and turmoil.

Verse 5 – “one of his princes” – Seleucus I actually served Ptolemy from 323 to 312 BC.  Then he became ruler of Babylon and over time gained control over Syria and southern Asia Minor. In doing so he became a ruler of a kingdom much larger than Ptolemy I.
The Soap Opera
Verse 6 -  After the death of Ptolemy I and Seleucus I their predecessors, Ptolemy II and Antiochus II formed an alliance and they sealed it through a marriage.  Ptolomy’s daughter Bernice was given in marriage to Antiochus.  There was only one problem.  Antiochus was already married.  Ptolemy forced Antiochus to divorce his wife (Laodice) in order to marry Bernice to bind to alliance. A few years later Ptolemy died and Antiochus abandoned Bernice and took back Laodice.  Laodice decided to seek revenge over the whole thing and had Antiochus- her husband, Bernice, Bernice’s baby and anyone else who had anything to do with the previous arrangement between Antiochus and Bernice murdered.  Laodice then has her son Seleucus II (Callinicus) put on the throne.
Verse 7-8 – Bernice’s brother, the King of the South (Ptolemy III) takes revenge for his sister murder and attacks the King of the North.  He defeats the Syrian army, conquers much of the Seleucid kingdom, kills Loadice, and takes much of their wealth and idols back to Egypt with him. 
Back and Forth
Verse 9-10 – Callinicus the King of the North after rebuilding his army makes a retaliatory strike on the King of the South but is defeated and returns home.  After Callinicus’ death his two sons Seleucus III (Ceranus) and Antiochus III (the Great) gathered a huge army and attacked the King of the South (still Ptolemy III).  Seleucus was killed and Antiochus continued on.  He had retaken all of Syria back that Egypt had controlled and had conquered much of the land of Israel.  In about 219 BC he returned home to the north, but two years later returned and started conquering land down into Egypt.
Verse 11-12 -   About this time, Ptolemy IV (Philopator) replaced his father on the throne and assembled an army of 70,000 infantry, 5,000 cavalry and 73 elephants to confront Antiochus who had 72,000 infantry,  6,000 cavalry and 102 elephants.  In 217 BC the two armies fought at the fortress at Raphia, Egypt.  Egypt won the battle, and according to scripture he became proud, but did not pursue the retreating Seleucids.  So, though he won the battle, he could have done so much more, but instead he returned to his capital city.
Verse 13-14 - In 204 BC The King of the South (Philopator) died and his 4 year old son Ptolemy V (Epiphanes) became King of the South.  The King of the North, Antiochus the Great saw an opportunity here to attack the South again.  This time he raised up even a greater army.  He wasn’t going against Egypt alone, he had allied with Phillip of Macedonia, with Egyptian rebels who opposed their child king, and even with Jewish rebels who resented the Egyptian rule over their country for over the last 100 years.  They thought if they sided with the North and they won that that the North would free their country from bondage.  However, it did anything but that, it put them under the bondage of the North leading up to the atrocities of Antiochus Epiphanes as prophesied in chapter 8 of Daniel.
Verse 15-16 – In 198 BC Antiochus the Great of the North won the decisive battle at the fortress city of Sidon, several attempts were made by the South with their best troops to reinforce the fortress but they failed.  Now there was no one in the Middle East to oppose the King from the North and he did as he wished. During this time Egypt was weak and Rome was becoming a powerful nation with inspirations of their own and didn’t want Syria getting any stronger.  So in both of their interests, Egypt and Rome signed a mutual aid treaty.  Not wanting to fight both the Egyptians and the Romans at the same time Antiochus the Great moved in and took complete control of Israel (Beautiful Land/Palestine).
A False Peace Treaty
Verse 17- Rome had entered the picture and Antiochus the Great had a plan.  He decided to make a peace treaty with Egypt, and to seal it by giving his daughter (Cleopatra), Antiochus thought by having his daughter married to the king of Egypt she could serve as a spy for him, and she could somehow assist him in conquering Egypt.  However, she was completely loyal to her husband and the plan backfired on the King of the North.
Verse 18 – with Rome protecting Egypt and the betrayal of his daughter Antiochus the Great appears to be very frustrated so he begins attacking the islands and areas on the coastland of the Mediterranean Sea.  Though these areas weren’t part of Rome, many were under Roman control.  Antiochus boasted of his conquest over Roman interest which drew a quick response by Rome.  Rome quickly sent a force under the command of a man named Scipio. The Roman force routed the Syrian army completely from the areas they had just recently acquired and back through Asia Minor which had been part of the North’s territory for over for the last 120 years.  Rome forced him to give up all of Asia Minor to their control.  Then Rome boasted of their conquest over Antiochus the Great interests. This is the beginning of the Roman empire (The legs of iron) as the next world empire.  Rome now has a presence in the region and it will remain there well after the destruction of the temple in 70 AD.
Verse 19  - Antiochus the Great was chased all the back to his homeland of Syria.  There he sent messengers to Rome asking for peace.  Rome had the advantage and agreed, but the cost was high for the King of the North.  He had to give Rome all the land he controlled in Europe, and most of what he controlled in Asia, an enormous tribute, and heavy taxes for the next twelve years.  Antiochus agreed, but had difficulty coming up with the money and was killed trying to steal it from a temple in Elam (Persia).
Verse 20 – Antiochus the Great was succeeded by his son, Seleucus IV (Philopator).  Rome required him to pay a 1000 talent tribute each year.  This forced him to place heavy taxes on his people.  Just like his father he was having a hard time coming up with the money.  He had ordered his treasurer go to the temple in Jerusalem to rape it of all its valuables, shortly afterwards he was mysteriously found dead, possibly poisoned.

Daniel 11 (Part II, v21-35)
Antiochus Epiphanes 
A mirror image or foreshadowing of the Antichrist

In this section of chapter 11 of Daniel we will go learn about Antiochus Epiphanes and the terrible things he did to the people of God.  We will see how he manipulated his way on to the throne, how he schemed to get his way, and how very similar his reign is to the reign of the Antichrist.   From the standpoint of scripture and the revelation by the angel to Daniel, this was the most important feature of the entire third empire.  
We left off in verse 20 with the King of the North, Seleucus IV (Philopator) mysteriously dying after pilfering the temple vessels to pay tribute to Rome.  
Verse 21 – Despicable (words with similar meanings- vile, worthless, wicked, depraved).  Antiochus Epiphanes had no right to the throne; he was not a true heir to the throne.  He was the younger  brother of Seleucus Philopator.  Seleucus Philopator left two sons as heirs, neither received the throne.  Apparently the oldest son (Demetrius) and true heir to the throne was being held prisoner by Rome.  Antiochus seizing the opportunity came in using his manipulative skills, treachery and deceit to acquire the crown.
Verse 22 – The king of the South was gathering a large army together to attack the North, when Antiochus found this out he as well gathers his army together and battled with the South.  Antiochus’ army defeated the King of the South’s army.  Antiochus wanted to hellenize (to make Greek) Israel.  Onias was the Jewish high priest, it is the high priest’s responsibility to see that Israel kept its covenant with God.  Onias is the one refered to in verse 22 as “the prince of the covenant”.  Antiochus had Onias killed and replaced with Onias’ brother, Jason.  Jason was in favor of having Greek culture established in Israel, and he persuaded many Jews to abandon their faith.
Verse 23 – There was a struggle for the crown in Egypt between Ptolemy Philometor and Ptolemy Euergetes.  Antiochus was not done with Egypt; he ultimately wanted to rule it, but his army took many casualties in the war against Egypt and was too small.  So he devised a plan (deceived) to befriend Philometor and make an alliance with him and both of them would oppose Euergetes.  Philometor agreed and his support strengthened Antiochus.   

Verse 24 – Now that Philometor is reigning again in Egypt and he has an alliance with Antiochus they are feeling safe, at ease.  That is exactly what Antiochus was hoping for.  Philometor didn’t realize he was dealing with a lying thief.  Antiochus raided many of the richest provinces of Egypt, and instead of doing what his father and ancestors did with the booty, which was keeping it for themselves, he gave it to his followers. This brings the loyalty of even more men, so he became stronger yet and devised even more devious plans, plans to take over Egypt.  But the angel tells Daniel only for a time, because just like the Antichrist and Belshazzar, Antiochus’ days are numbered.        
Verse 25-27 – By now Philometor knows the true colors of Antiochus and prepares an army to attack him, Antiochus as well prepares for battle. Some of Philometors trusted advisors betray him and he is defeated by Antiochus and taken captive.  Egypt crowns Ptolemy Euergetes as king.  Antiochus pretends to befriend Philometor again and promises if Philometor will help Antiochus against Euergetes he will re-conquer Egypt and give Philometor the throne.   Philometor is not fooled, but pretends to believe Antiochus.  Antiochus is not able to conquer all of Egypt, he gets as far as Memphis before returning home.  Philometor is crowned king of Memphis, but Euergetes is king of Alexandria, so Egypt is split with two kings.  Antiochus did not succeed in conquering Egypt because God is in control and the appointed time for these two nations to continue in conflict is not yet finished. God is using these conflicts as part of His indignation against Israel, and since Israel is between two warring nations they are suffering much.   
Verse 28 –Before Antiochus went south on his Egyptian campaign he had replaced Jason with Menelaus as high priest.  Menelaus sought the position and had offered Antiochus a large tribute if Antiochus made him high priest.  While Antiochus was on his Egyptian campaign Jason had heard rumor that Antiochus had be killed, so Jason saw an opportunity to get his position back as high priest, and he attacked Jerusalem to try to replace Menelaus.  He failed in his attempt, but as Antiochus was returning back to Syria from Egypt with a large amount of booty, his route was taking him through Israel and he heard what had happened.  This angered Antiochus and he decided to teach the rebel Jews a lesson.  He killed many Jews, sold many into slavery, and robbed the temple of many of its sacred vessels.



Verse 29-30  -  Philometor will not be fooled by Antiochus as before and he forms an alliance with Euergetes and they co-rule in Egypt.  This angers Antiochus and he decides to attack Egypt yet another time, but this time it won’t turn out as before.  As he was attacking Egypt he was met by a Roman force.  The roman commander told Antiochus he must leave Egypt and not to return.  The roman commander then drew a circle in the dirt around where Antiochus stood and said before you step from the circle you need to announce your decision to leave Egypt or fight Rome.  Antiochus not wanting to fight Rome left with his tail between his legs.  On his way back to Syria, Israel was rebelling against the Hellenization process.  Antiochus dejected, feeling like he had to regain the faith of his men decided to punish the Jews again.  He gave special favors to Meneleus and the apostate Jews who supported him.
Verse 31 – Antiochus had his troops occupy Jerusalem for the purpose of putting an end to Judaism and replace it with Greek culture.  A law was made that all nationalities in Antiochus’ kingdom would worship Greek deities.  A Greek philosopher was sent to Jerusalem to oversee the process, soldiers were stationed in the temple to put a stop to the daily sacrifices, and anyone who worshipped God whether through sacrifices, circumcisions, observing the Sabbath or any other form of worship to God would be killed.  All scripture and holy writings were destroyed.  They turned the temple area into a coliseum that naked Greek athletes performed.  An idol of Zeus was erected over the altar in the temple and swine were sacrificed in the temple to Greek gods.  The priests were forced to eat the pork or be killed.  This was the abomination of desolation that was caused by Antiochus Epiphanes.
Verse 32 – The apostate Jews who turned from God to Hellenization were flattered and praised by Antiochus.  Those Jews who remained faithful and obedient took a stand and were called Hasideans.
Verse 33 - These Hasideans led by a priest of God named Mattathias Maccabeus and his five sons discern the difference between the Truth of God and the errors of the false gods of the Greek culture.  One of Antiochus’ officials ordered Mattathias Maccabeus to sacrifice a pig on the altar and he refused and instead Mattathias killed the official.  At that time He and his sons as well as many who followed their teaching fled to the mountains.  This is the beginning of what is known as the Maccabean revolt, which lasted for over 100 years. Many will be killed for their faithfulness to God. 
Verse 34 – Many Jews fell and there was little help from anyone.  Occasionally, a small group of faithful Jews to God would join the Maccabeans.  There were also the Jews who joined the Maccabeans for the sole purpose of staying alive by siding with the side which was winning at the time.  The Maccabeans were very brutal against the apostate Jews as well as the Syrians.
Verse 35 – Many Jews were persecuted for their faithfulness to God, many fell, faithful or not just because they were Jews.  This verse does not speak just of Jews during this time period in history, but up to the appointed time (second coming), this time period is known as the “time of the gentiles”. 
In verses 21-35 we read about a horrible man named Antiochus Epiphanes,  it is said that he is a type of Antichrist,  in the chart below we will see how he comparable to the Antichrist.

Though we do see how Antiochus Epiphanes is like the Antichrist.  In terms of severity there is no comparison.  Read Mt 24:4-20 then read verse 21(the worst is yet to come)
The two main points of Daniel 11:1-35 is:
· God is sovereign – He has determined history and the appointed times.
· Israel will continue to be persecuted until the second coming. 
After the rapture occurs all the world and religious leaders left on earth will be lost. The people  of the world will be looking for a world leader to bring peace and stability to the world.  The Antichrist will rise out of a 10 nation world government promising peace to a world that will be biblically ignorant and he will be worshipped as God by many. Then there will be a great tribulation like has never been seen since the creation of the universe. 1 Thes 4:13- 5:4, Dan 7:23-26, Rev 13:1-8 , Mt 24:21

	8:9-10 Name: Small horn which grew exceedingly great toward the south, toward the east, and toward the Beautiful Land.  It grew up to the host of heaven and caused some of the host and some of the stars to fall to the earth, and it trampled them down. 

11:21-30 Name: A despicable person will arise…seize the kingdom by intrigue…practice deception…devise his schemes…hearts intent on evil…return to his land with much plunder…his heart will be set against the holy covenant…enraged at the holy covenant
	13:1-2 Name: Beast with ten horns, seven heads (with blasphemous names), and ten diadems. 
The antichrist has combined qualities from all the Gentile Kingdoms – looked like a leopard, feet like a bear, mouth like a lion.  
13:3 His fatal wound was healed (13:12/14 – the wound of the sword and has come to life) by the final beast/false prophet (13:11-17), the whole earth was amazed and followed after the beast.  
	2:3 Name: Apostasy, Man of lawlessness, son of destruction
	24:4 Name: Many will come in My name, saying, “I am the Christ.” and will mislead many. 24:6-8 Wars and rumors of wars...nation will rise up against nation…there will be famines and earthquakes. 
24:9 They will deliver you to tribulation and will kill you, and you will be hated by all nations because of My name…Many will fall away, betray one another, hate one another, most people’s love will grow cold.

	8:11-14  Action: It even magnified itself to be equal with the Commander of the host, and it removed regular sacrifice from Him, and the place of His sanctuary was thrown down.   And on account of transgression the host will be given over to the horn along with the regular sacrifice; and it will fling truth to the ground and perform its will and prosper...the transgression causes horror, so as to allow both the holy place and the host to be trampled…for 2300 evenings and mornings; then the holy place will be properly restored.

11:31 Action: Forces from him will arise, desecrate the sanctuary forces, and do away with the regular sacrifice.  And they will set up an abomination of desolation.

11:36 Action: The king will do as he pleases, and he will exalt and magnify himself above every god and will speak monstrous things against the God of gods.
	13:5 Action: Speaking arrogant words and blasphemies, and authority to act for 42 months…and he opened his mouth in blasphemies against God, to blaspheme His name and His tabernacle, those who dwell in heaven. 
	2:4 Action: Opposes and exalts himself above every so-called god or object of worship so that he takes his place in the temple of God, displaying himself as being God.
	24:15 Action: Abomination of Desolation standing in the Holy Place
24:16-22 Flee…there will be a great tribulation…unless those days had been cut short, no life would have been saved, but for the sake of the elect those days will be cut short.

	8:23-26 Power: A king will arise, insolent and skilled in intrigue.  His power will be mighty, but no by his own power, and he will destroy to an extraordinary degree and prosper and perform his will.  He will destroy mighty men and the holy people.  And through his shrewdness  he will cause deceit to succeed by his influence, and he will magnify himself in his heart, and he will destroy many while they are at ease.  He will even oppose the Prince of princes.

11:36 Power: He will prosper until the indignation is finished, for that which is decreed will be done…He will show no regard for the gods of his fathers (not religious?), no desire for women (homosexual?) for he will magnify himself above them all and instead honor a god of fortresses (Satan)…honor him with gold, silver, costly stones and treasures.   He will take action against the strongest fortresses with the help of a foreign god (Satan)…he will give great honor to hose who acknowledge (worship) him and will cause them to rule over the many and will parcel out land for a price. 
	13:3  Power: The dragon (Satan) gave him his power and his throne and great authority.
13:7 Given to him to make war with the saints and to overcome them, and authority over every tribe and people and tongue and nation was given to him.  All who dwell on the earth will worship him, whose name has not been written from the foundation of the world in the book of life of the Lamb who has been slain.
13:14 The final beast/false prophet deceives those who dwell on the earth because of the signs which was given him to perform in the presence of the beast, telling those who dwell on the earth to make an image to the beast…and it was given to him to give breath to the image of the beast…to speak…to cause as many as do not worship the image of the beast to be killed.  He causes all to be given a mark on their right hand or on their forehead…so that no one can buy or sell (without the name or number of the beast – 666)
	2:9 Power: the one whose coming is in accord with the activity of Satan with all power and signs and false wonders and with all the deception of wickedness for those who perish
	24:24 Power: For false Christs and false prophets will arise and will show great signs and wonders, so as to mislead, if possible, even the elect. 

	8:25-26  End: But he will be broken without human agency.

11:40-45  End: The King of the South (Egypt?) will collide (fight) with him, and the king of the North (Syria?) will storm against him with chariots, horsemen, and ships.  He will enter countries, overflow and pass through…enter the Beautiful Land (Israel) and many countries will fall, but Edom, Moab, and most of the sons of Ammon rescued out of his hand…He will gain the treasures of Egypt, Libyans, and Ethiopians.  Rumors from the East and North will disturb him and he will go forth in great wrath to destroy and annihilate…he will set up camp in Israel (between the seas and the Holy Mountain) (Armageddon), yet he will come to his end and no one will help him.
	19:19-20 End: The beast was seized, and with him the false prophet who performed the signs in his presence, by which he deceived those who had received the mark of the beast and those who worshipped his image; these two were thrown alive into the lake of fire which burns with brimstone.
	2:8 End: the Lord will slay with the breath of his mouth and bring to an end by the appearance of His coming
	24:27 End: Just as the lightening  comes from the east and flashes even to the west, so will the coming of the Son of Man be…coming on the clouds of the sky with power and great glory…gather together His elect from the four winds.
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
