Deuteronomy 11: “Total Obedience”
Introduction: Repeating key points of Deuteronomy 6 which is central to the whole Bible (Mt. 22:37) as a Christian is one who loves God with all their heart (totality of being, inner man), all their soul (desire, passion, appetite) and strength (energy, might).  “To love God” is repeated 3x in this chapter alone (11:1, 11:13, 11:22).

11:1 Always – “Love the Lord your God and always keep his Charge”  
a. Statutes

b. Ordinances (Judgments)

c. Commandments

I. Duet. 11:1-7 : The Lord’s Discipline (Greatness - terrifying acts of discipline against the rebellious – Fear of the Lord)
Know – I’m speaking to you (“not yours sons”)
Their children have NOT personally seen the Lord’s great DISCIPLINE (greatness, mighty hand, outstretched arm, signs, works)
a. Sea swallows - Pharoah and His Army (Exodus 14)

b. Earth swallows - Dathan and Abiram, Sons of Eliab, Sons of Rueben (Numbers 16)

11:8 Every – “You shall therefore keep every commandment”

II. Deut. 11:8-17: The Lord’s Provision (emphasis on the land)

a. God waters it

b. God cares about it (darash/seeks after, inquires, concerned about)
i. He will give rain (food)
ii. He will give grass (livestock)
III. Deut. 11:18-21 : The Lord’s Reminder (Deuteronomy 6)

a. Importance of teaching - We teach our children with Scripture



i. impress (repeat) to set before them continually 
ii. bind (remind) to knit, tie, put together
iii. Teach (recount) instruct so they learn and are trained
iv. Write (record) – inscribe, preserve
IV. Duet. 11 :22-25 The Lord’s Protection
a. They will Conquer - Drive out all these nations – dispossession of enemy nations 

b. They will Possess - Promised borders (Genesis 15:18, Joshua 1:3-5, Ezekiel 36:8-38)

c. They will be Unconquerable – no man will be able to stand before you (fear/dread)
11:22 All – “… careful to keep all this commandment which I am commanding you to do, to love the LORD your God, to walk in all His ways and hold fast to Him.”  (hold fast/dabaq/cling, cleave, keep close, be joined – Gen.2:24)
IV. Deut. 11:26-32 The Lord’s Promise and Warning
a. Blessing – if you listen (shamah/hear in order to shamar/keep, obey
- Obeying God’s commandments

b. Curse – if you don’t listen and disobey (sur/turn aside)
- Following other gods (shachah/worship = bow down)
11:32 All – “you shall be careful to do all the statutes and judgments”

Future prediction – Place the blessing (renew/remind/read the covenant)

- Instruction: Duet. 27:1-14

- Fulfillment: Joshua 8:30-25

Application – What ways are you not being totally obedient to the Lord?  Are there any areas you are keeping back for yourself?
The land of Canaan was not as irrigated/fertile as Egypt which depended on the Nile, instead Israel and the Promised Land depended on the Lord for everything





“We are to teach our children to love the Lord at all times (sit, walk, lie, rise) and by all means (repeating, binding, talking, writing)





“The exact land borders of Israel were never fulfilled because of the disobedience/curse of Israel, but they will be fulfilled in the future millennial kingdom/blessing when the Lord Jesus Christ reigns from Jerusalem for a thousand years.”
