C. 19:11-13 I___________________ Killing (1st degree murder/premeditated murder)

1. Hates his neighbor, lies in wait, strikes & kills

2. Deserving Death – Elders deliver over to avenger of blood

Overall: Purge the blood of the innocent (Perfect God demands perfect Justice) and there is a promise (“go well with you”)

II. Land Ownership/Inheritance (You shall not…)

A. 19:14 Move boundary stones (cheating, stealing, greed, financial crimes/scandals)

B. 19:15-21 Falsely accuse (corrupt justice system) “malicious witness”

1. 2 or 3 W__________________ “before the Lord” proxy of  his authority in priests/judges

2. I___________________ thoroughly (Judges) (Proverbs 18:17)

3. Punish E__________________ 

4. Show no P_________________ “pity” mercy
1. Life for life, Eye for eye, Tooth for tooth, Hand for hand,. Foot for foot(Matthew 5:38-39)

Overall: Purge the evil – fear (“hear and be afraid” and restraint “never do such a thing”)

Application: Parenting (purging evil/arbitration with children), Counseling (arbitration inside the church), Judicial system (law makers/lawyer/judges purging evil/arbitrating outside the church)

4. Purge D________________________ (afraid, fainthearted – spreads the same to others)

5. Promote/Train L__________________ (appoint commanders at the head – leadership by example)
B. 20:10-11 Diplomacy 
1. Offer peace before rushing into war (Matthew 10:11-15, 34, 23:37-39)

C. 20:12-18 Fight to Win

1. Cities Far

a. Besiege it, Purge the men

b. Spare the women, children, animals 

2. Cities Near

a. Completely purge the evil

i. Everything that breathes/utterly destroy

ii. Why? Purge evil/detestable things/idolatry (“their gods) Deut. 7:22-26

Overall – the land must be pure – completely purged of evil)
