Class 1 Introduction to Evangelism

Scripture: 1 Peter 3:15

Listen to MacArthur’s thoughts on this verse: “Peter is insisting that the believer must understand what he believes and why one is a Christian, and then be able to articulate one’s beliefs humbly, thoughtfully, reasonably, and biblically.”
