Introduction - who, what, when, where, why, how of this men's ministry
1. Who - Name of our group: "Faithful Men" from 2 Timothy 2:1-3  You therefore, my son, be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus.  2 The things which you have heard from me in the presence of many witnesses, entrust these to faithful men who will be able to teach others also.  3 Suffer hardship with me, as a good soldier of Christ Jesus.
We want to be faithful in the 7 C's (Consistent in the Word, Constant in Prayer, Committed to Fellowship, Courageous in Witnessing, Continuous in Worship, and overall becoming a Contagious Christian)
2. What - Goal of our group: Look up Ephesians 4:13/Colossians 1:28-29 - overall goal is maturity/telios /complete/perfect/Christ-likeness - how does this happen - Congregation (Sermons), Class (Sunday School), Cell (Home Groups), Comrade (1 to 1 Discipleship), Christian (Personal Devotions)
3. When/Where - meeting times of our group: 1st and 3rd Saturday of every month, 7-8a here at the Coffee Quarter
4. Why - need for our group - many men struggling in their walk with God (little time in the word & prayer), struggling their marriage (communication and intimacy breakdown - selfishness, pornography, finances, bitterness, pride, too busy, disagreements, problems or disagreements regarding children), struggling in their work (too busy, no contentment, no evangelism, no godly example), and struggling with their children (too busy, not a spiritual example, no personal time, no discipline, no knowledge of what is going on with their kids, no spiritual leadership or spiritual training of their kids).  
- No one knows me - elders not doing their job, have no clue what is going on with their sheep, need to be spiritual doctors who have spiritual pulse/diagnosis for growth and maturity.  Q: does any pastor/elder know you well enough to ask you on a regular basis the tough questions of life - how is your walk with God (devotional life), marriage, parenting, witness, thought life?
 - I've never been discipled - battle buddies for accountability, training programs to train our own elders, deacons, ministry leaders, lay counselors, church planters, and missionaries.   I believe and expect out of this group to come leaders  of the church - pastors, elders, deacons, missionaries - or at a minimum leaders of your home.
