The New Covenant is also called the “Covenant of P__________” (tyrIB. berith : a covenant, treaty, agreement, pledge, alliance, contract, or obligation by oath/vow, blood/sacrifices, signed document, or stones/monument that usually had blessings for keeping and curses for breaking – literally means “betweenness” or “to cut a covenant”/Genesis 15:18) (~Alv' shalom: completeness, soundness, welfare, peace) so that Israel will never again be shaken (jAm mot: to totter, shake, slip) (Leviticus 26:6, Deuteronomy 12:10, 25:19, Joshua 21:44-45, 23:1, 2 Samuel 7:1,11,1 Kings 5:4, Proverbs 16:7,Isaiah 55:14,Nahum 1:15, ,1 Chronicles 22:9, Isaiah 32:18, 33:16, Jeremiah 22:6, 32:37, 33:16, Ezekiel 28:26, 34:25-28, 38:8-11, 39:26, Zechariah 14:11, Micah 5:4, Hebrews 4:9)

3. The New Covenant is so that we might L___________ (hy"x' chayah: to live, make alive) (eternal life – John 3:15,16,36) (make alive – 1 Corinthians 15:22, Ephesians 2:5, Colossians 2:13, 1 Peter 3:18) 
4. The New Covenant is E_______________  (~l'A[ olam: long duration, antiquity, futurity, always, continual, eternal, forever, permanent, forever, perpetual)
5. The New Covenant is according to God’s faithful M____________ (!m;a' aman: to confirm, support, trusted, assured) (ds,x, chesed) shown to David (Psalm 32, 51)

6. The New Covenant is the giving of the Holy Spirit in a P________________ indwelling (John 7:39, 14:16, 15:26, 16:7-11, Acts 2:33, Ephesians 1:13-14, 4:30, 2 Corinthians 1:22, Romans 8:16, 2 Corinthians 5:5) (x;Wr ruach: breath, wind, spirit)
7. The New Covenant is the power/ability (Romans 6:16-23, Titus 1:9, 1 Peter 4:11) to O_________/keep/stay faithful to the words of God (Matthew 10:22, 24:13, Mark 13:13, John 8:51-55, John 14:23-24, 1 John 2:5, Revelation 3:10)  for us and our descendants (literally “seed of your seed”)

The New Covenant is good news (rf;B' basar: to bear tidings) that proclaims H___________ (vb;x' chabash: to bind, wrap, bandage, heal) to the brokenhearted, liberty (rArD> deror: a flowing, free run, liberty) to captives, freedom (x;Aqxq;P. peqach-qoach: an opening) for prisoners, favorable year (!Acr' ratson: goodwill, favor, acceptance, will) of Yahweh, day of vengeance (~q'n" naqam: vengeance, to avenge, punish) of our God, comfort (~x;n" nacham: to be sorry, console oneself) for all who mourn.
9. The New Covenant is good news that grants/bestows a garland (beauty/reward) for ashes, oil of G________ (!Aff' sason: exultation, rejoicing) instead of mourning, mantle of praise (hL'hiT. tehillah: praise, song of praise) instead of fainting.
10. The New Covenant is good news of the planting of the Lord that includes the R___________________ (hn"B' banah: to build) of the ancient ruins (Jerusalem, temple, cities) and repair (vd'x' chadash: to renew, repair) ruined cities/desolations (~mev' shamem: to be desolated or appalled) of many generations. 
11. The New Covenant is good news when national Israel is R_______________ to prominence among nations so that strangers/foreigners work for them (as shepherds - h['r' raah:  to pasture, tend, graze) and farmers - rK'ai ikkar: a plowman, husbandman)
12. The New Covenant is good news because the Jews are R_______________ to be God’s priests (!heKo kohen: priest) and ministers (tr'v' sharath: to minister, serve) of Yahweh, and they will enjoy the wealth/riches of nations and double portion/recompense from God so that they have everlasting joy (hx'm.fi simchah: joy, gladness, happiness, pleasure, rejoicing) recompense (hL'[uP. peullah: a work, recompense, reward) and blessing (%r'B' barak to kneel, bless) from the Lord.
13. The New Covenant is good news that will result in R____________ (fWf sus: to exult, rejoice), P_______, and G________ (ra;P' paar: to beautify, glorify – 61:3) given to God on behalf of Israel (my soul will exult - lyGI gil: to rejoice) in my God for salvation/righteousness/adornments) and all the nations of the earth whom God causes righteousness and praise (hL'hiT. tehillah: praise, song of praise) to sprout in/spring up.

14. The New Covenant was originally made/given to I__________ (laer'f.yI Yisrael: 'God strives,' another name of Jacob and his descendants) and Judah (hd'Why> Yehudah: probably 'praised,' a son of Jacob, also his descendants, the Southern kingdom). Example of Progressive Dispensationalism – already/not yets – we participate in New Covenant now (Ephesians 3:6, Romans 15:27, Galatians 3:29, 2 Peter 1:4, Ephesians 2:12-22), and yet not all the aspects of the New Covenant are realized/completed yet – especially aspects with national Israel - Romans 11)
15. The New Covenant is different from the M____________ covenant which they broke (rr'P' parar: to break, frustrate).  The Mosaic Covenant/Law is slavery and kills (Galatians 4:24, 2 Corinthians 3:6, Romans 7), the New Covenant/Grace is freedom and brings eternal life (Romans 5:10-11, 2 Corinthians 5:17-21, Ephesians 2:14-22, Colossians 2:15-23).

23. The New Covenant is the final covenant where men J_______ themselves (hw"l' lavah: to join, be joined) to the Lord (Lordship salvation – Romans 10:9, Matthew 10:32, Luke 12:8, Romans 14:9, 1 Corinthians 12:3, Philippians 2:11) and will not be forgotten (xk;v' shakach: to forget)

2. Was incomplete – to restrain sin (Galatians 3:23, 1 Timothy 1:9-10), make men conscience of sin (Romans 3:19-20, 4:15, 5:20, 7:7-13, ), and point to Christ (Gal. 3:24-25)
3. Was temporary – why a new/better/superior one predicted (Jeremiah 31:31, Hebrews 7:22, 8:6, 12:24), temple destroyed (Matthew 24:2, Mark 13:2, Luke 19;44, 21:6) , and no longer under law (Romans 6:14-15)
The New Covenant (Hebrews 8:6)
1. The new one is Better/Superior - Hebrews 7:22, 8:6, 12:24 What the old could not accomplish, the new one did
2. The new one was given to Israel (8:8-10, Romans 11:26) but made available to the world (Galatians 3:7-8, 29)
3. The new one is not legalistic (8:9) but based on grace through faith (Ephesians 2:8-9)
4. The new one is internal not external  (8:10, Deuteronomy 6:6-9, Ezekiel 11:19,36:26, John 3:3, 2 Cor. 3:6, 5:17)
5. The new one is personal (8:11, Jeremiah 31:34, John 14:26) and relational (John 17:3, Mt. 22:37, Jeremiah 9:24)
6. The new one brings total forgiveness (8:12).  In the OT sins were covered until Christ came (Hebrews 10:4)
7. The new one is for Now and the old one is obsolete (8:13).  We have direct access to God (1 Timothy 2:5-6) whereas the old sacrificial system is obsolete/disappeared – ended with Christ’s complete sacrifice and veil splitting in two (Matthew 27:50-51, Mark 15:37-39, Luke 23:44-46) and finalized with temple destruction in 70 A.D.

Why the Old Covenant was ineffective, temporary, and incomplete?
1. They could not provide direct access to God
2. They could not remove sin
3. They were only external
Why the New Testament is effective, permanent, and complete - It is superior in seven ways:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Reflects God’s perfect will and plan from the beginning
2. Replaces the Old system
3. Makes perfect the believer positionally and eventually practically
4. Removes sin completely
5. Destroys evil and the evil ones power over death and destruction
6. Provides perseverance to the saints
7. Fulfills God’s promises for a new and lasting covenant
