i. Meaning of “blessed”
ii. True blessing only comes from God. (Eph. 1:3, Ps 68:35, 2 Peter 1:4) 
iii. True blessing never comes from this world. (Ecclesiastes 12:13-14)
iv. Blessings are pronouncements of God (9 pronouncements of blessing)

a. Obedience - Hear God’s commands and puts them into practice (1 John 2:3-6)
