Proverbs 10:13-32 – Wisdom is demonstrated in and through PURE speech and by a JOYFUL attitude
10:13 Wisdom is found (ac'm' matsa: attained/discovered/seen) in the speech of a person – lips of the discerning
A lack of understanding is found/observed in the disobedient/criminals who deserve punishment/prison – a rod for the back (ancient form of civil punishment and biblical way of discipline/corporal punishment/spanking – Proverbs 13:24, 18:6, 19:29, 22:15, 23:13-14, 26:3, 29:15)
10:14 The wise store up (!p;c' tsaphan: treasure/hide)  knowledge, but the foolish bring terror/ruin/destruction with their speech. Loose tongues are a danger – theme of this chapter and Proverbs (vv. 6,8,13,18,19,31,32, 12:23, 13:3, 15:1, 2,23,26,28,31-33, 17:28, 18;2,6-8) as well as James 1:26, 3:1-12
10:15 The rich man’s wealth (!Ah hon: possessions/sufficiency) is a fortress/town/city, but the ruin (hT'xim. Mechittah: terror/destruction) of the poor is their poverty. The Lord is our protection – Prov. 11:4, 28, 18:10-11, Ps. 20:7
10:16 The wages (hL'[uP. Peullah: recompense/payout) of the righteous is life, but the product/revenue/income of the wicked is sin/punishment.  Romans 6:23
10:17 He who heeds (rm;v' shamar: keeps/watches/preserves)  instruction is on the path of life, but he who ignores reproof errors (h['T' taah: goes astray) Proverbs 3:5-6
10:18 He who hides (hs'K' kasha: covers) his hatred has lying lips/is a liar, and he who slanders (hB'DI dibbah: whispering, defamation, giving evil reports, lies, gossip) is a fool.  Proverbs 16:28, 18:8, 20:19, 26:20-22, 25:10
10:19 He who has many words – transgression is unavoidable (ld'x' chadal: not held back, unstoppable, unrefrained),  but he who restrains (%f;x' chasak: to withhold, keep in check, reserve) his lips is wise/prudent.  Psalm 39:1
10:20 The tongue/speech of the righteous is valuable (rx;B' bachar: to choose) choice like silver, but the heart of the wicked is (j[;m. meat: little/few) worthless. Proverbs 15:12, Isaiah 50:4
10:21 The lips/speech of the righteous feed many (h['r' raah: to pasture, tend, graze - like a field for sheep to graze),  but fools die for a lack of heart (ble leb: inner man, mind, will, heart) understanding/judgment. Hosea 4:6
10:22 The blessing (hk'r'B. berakah) of the Lord makes rich and no sorrow (bc,[, etseb: hurt, pain, toil) is added to it.  Proverbs 13:11, 15:6, 16:19, 21:6, 28:6
10:23 Doing wickedness is the sport (qAxf. Sechoq: laughter/derision of a fool), but the wisdom of a man is understanding
10:24 Fears (hr'Agm. Megorah:terrors) of the wicked will be realized but the desires/goals of the righteous will be given/granted.  Hebrews 10:26-29
10:25 A whirlwind (hp'Ws suphaha: wind storm that passes over/by/through)h and the wicked are nothing, but the just/righteous has( ~l'A[ olam: long/everlasting)  foundation/base.  Proverbs 1:27, 6:15, 29:1
10:26 Like vinegar to teeth and smoke to the eyes (irritants) so the (lce[' atsel: sluggish) lazy to those who send him
10:27 The fear of the Lord (@s;y" yasaph: adds) prolongs life, but the years/life of the wicked will be shortened (rc;q' qatsar: limited)
10:28 The hope/expectation of the righteous is gladness (hx'm.fi simchah: joy, gladness, rejoicing) but the hope/expectation/longing of the wicked perishes/destroyed.  Psalm 112:10, Proverbs 11:7
10:29 The way/path/journey/manner of the righteous is joy/gladness, but the hope/longing/expectation of the wicked perishes (db;a' abad: to destroy, corrupt).  Philippians 1:25
10:30 The just/righteous will  never be shaken (jAm mot: to totter, shake, slip), but the wicked will not dwell (!k;v' shakan: abide, settle down) in the earth/land.  Psalm 15:5, 30:6, 37:9-11, 62:2, 112:6
10:31 The mouth of the just/righteous flows (bWn nub: bears fruit, yields) wisdom, but the perverse tongue will be cut out (tr'K' karath: cut off, cut down)
