            Foolish son is a grief to his mother – Proverbs 15:20, 17:25, 29:3, 29:15 (hg"WT tugah: grief)
Character (Reward of Integrity vs. consequences of sin) – Pray to love what is good and to hate what is evil. 
          (hq'd'c. tsedaqah: righteousness) Vs. [v;r, resha: wickedness) 
10:2 Ill-gotten gains (literally treasures of wickedness) do not profit – Proverbs 21:6, Ezekiel 7:19, Mark 8:36
         Righteousness  delivers from death – Proverbs 11:4, 11:19, 12:28, Romans 5:17, 5:21, 6:16
Daily Needs (Provision/Blessing of God vs. Rejection of God/Punishment of God) – Pray and trust for God to provide
10:3 The Lord will not allow the righteous to hunger( b[er' raeb) -Psalm 37:25, Matthew 6:31-34, Philippians 4:19, 2 Corinthians 9:6-11–   
         He will reject (@d'h' hadaph: to thrust, push) the craving of the wicked – Psalm 1:4-6, 37:16-20, 112:10, Proverbs 10:28,  
         11:7 Provision of the Lord – Yahweh/Jehovah Jireh – Yahweh my provider – Genesis 28:8, 14 – “Literally Yahweh sees” 
Hard Work (Wealth vs. Poverty) - Pray for greater self-discipline & to prioritize what lasts & to work hard for the Lord 
10:4 Negligent hands (hY"mir> remiyyah:Laxness/slackness/lazy) = poverty
         Diligent hands (#Wrx' charuts: sharp/threshing sledge, diligent) = makes rich
10:5 Gathers in summer = wise son (lk;f' sakal: to be prudent)
         Sleeps in harvest = shameful son (vAB bosh: to be ashamed)
Legacy (righteousness vs. wickedness) - Pray our families will be blessed of God & remembered/rewarded by God in eternity
10:6 The head of the righteous – receives blessings (hk'r'B. berakah: a blessing) – Genesis 49:26
         The mouth of the wicked – conceals (hs'K' kasah: to cover) violence  - Romans 2:16 
10:7 Memory of the Righteous – blessed/remembered – Psalm 112:6 (rk,zE zeker: remembrance, memorial)
         Name of the wicked – rot (bqer' raqeb- rot/forgotten) – Psalm 9:5, Psalm 109:13, Ecclesiastes 9:5
Teachability (the wise vs. the foolish) – Pray that we would be a humble, meek, gentle, loving, and teachable people. 
10:8 The wise of heart – receive commands – Psalm 141:5, Proverbs 9:8, 19:25, 25:12, 27:6, Ecclesiastes 7:5, Galatians 6:1    
          (xq;l' laqach: to take hw"c.mi mitsvah: commandment) The babbling fool (literally “foolish of lips”) – will be  
           ruined (literally “thrust down” - jb;l' labat: to thrust down, out, or away)
Security (safety vs ruin) – Pray that we may walk in a manner worthy of the calling/gospel we have received.
10:9 Walking in integrity – walks securely (xj;B, betach: security/confidently/safely) – Proverbs 3:23, 4:12
         Perverts (vq;[' aqash: twists/crooked) his ways – will be found out/[d'y" yada: known)
         Hebrews 4:13, Psalm 33:13-15, 119:168, Revelation 2:2, 2:19, 2:23, 3:1, 3:8, 3:15
Deception (trouble and ruin) – Pray that we would struggle well, resist temptation, and flee from the pitfalls of sin.
10:10 Winks the eyes – causes trouble (tb,C,[; atstsebeth: a hurt, injury, pain) – Prov. 6:13, Matt. 26:48, Mark 14:44, Luke 22:48
           Babbling fool – ruined/thrust down (jb;l' labat: to thrust down, out, or away)
           Proverbs 10:8, 10:10, 10:14, 18:7, 19:3, 1 Timothy 6:9
Speech (Righteous vs. Wicked) – Pray that our speech would always be gracious, salty, selfless, and edifying.
10:11 Mouth of the righteous – fountain of life (~yYIx; chayyim : life)
           Mouth of the wicked – conceals violence (sm'x' chamas: violence, wrong)
Relationships (Hatred/Bitterness vs. Love/Forgiveness) – Pray that we have unconditional love & forgive like our Lord.
10:12 Hatred (ha'n>fi sinah: hating, hatred) – stirs up strife  - Proverbs 15:18, 28:15, 29:22
