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11:1 – Integrity/Honesty in all our dealings (business, finances, taxes, etc.) – abomination or delight to the Lord?

11:2 – Problem of pride which leads to dishonor/disgrace/shame.  But humility/modesty comes wisdom. – Matthew 23:12, Luke 1:52, 14:11, 18:14, James 4:10, 1 Peter 5:6

11:3 The integrity (to be complete/finished) of the upright will lead/guide them
         But the crookedness/perversion/dishonest dealing of the treacherous will destroy them

11:4 Riches do not profit/benefit/gain in the day of wrath (Day of the Lord), (Mark 8:36) but the righteousness delivers from death (Romans 5:17-21)

11:5 The righteousness of the blameless will smooth/make straight/make right his way
But the wicked will fall by his own wickedness – Matthew 26:52

11:6 The righteousness of the upright will deliver them, Romans 2:1-11 (But is anyone perfectly righteous?)   The treacherous (betray/faithless/unfair) will be caught by their own greed/desire/craving

11:7 When a wicked man dies – his expectation/hope/longing  will perish/be lost.  
And the hope of a strong/vigor/wealthy man perishes 	

11:8 The righteous is delivered from trouble (N.T. the righteous is saved from condemnation – 2 Timothy 1:9, Titus 3:5, 1 Peter 4:18) But the wicked takes his place (walks/comes into it instead – ESV) 

11:9 With his mouth (evil/blasphemous/self-glorifying speech) the godless destroys/ruins his neighbor, but through knowledge the righteous will be delivered (2 Timothy 3:15, Hebrews 1:1, John 1:18)

11:10 Goes well (blessing) with the righteous  the city rejoices/exults but when the wicked perish there is joyful shouting/ringing cry.  1 Corinthians 15:54-58

11:11 By the blessing of the upright a city is exalted/lifted up, but by the mouth of the wicked it is torn down/thrown down, broken. (Discussion of blessing or curse on the United States – Genesis 12:3.
