Proverbs 19: God’s will for our life is BEST
I. Speech: It is God’s will for us to have pure, edifying, and worshipful speech
19:1 Speech is a primary way/indication to determine if one is walking in integrity (~To tom: completeness, integrity, also part of the high priest’s breastplate) Perverse speech (vQe[i iqqesh: twisted, perverted) is a way to identify a fool (lysiK. kesil: stupid, dullard, fool)
Ephesians 4:29-5:4, James 3:1-12 Perverted speech falls into three categories: blasphemy (taking the Lord’s name in vain), divination (calling down curses), and perversion (sexual innuendo).
II. Doctrine: It is God’s will for us to be knowledgeable (learn sound doctrine) and not to be rushed/in a hurry (rather to plan well, be disciplined in our schedules, and to be punctual)
19:2 It is not good to be without knowledge (simplicity is not a good virtue), nor is it good to always be rushed, late, and in a hurry  (#Wa uts: to press, be pressed, make haste) as it leads to error (aj'x' chata: to miss, go wrong, sin)
III. Sin: It is God’s will to take responsibility for our sins
19:3 Jmac: “The fool blames God for his troubles and failures (Gen.  4:5, Is. 8:21, Lam. 3:39-41) ruin (@l;s' salaph: to twist, pervert, overturn), rages @[;z" zaaph: to be vexed, be enraged)
IV. Friendship: It is God’s will for us to be good and godly friends to those we love/care for
19:4-7 (Vs. 4) Wealth can be an indication of hard work, integrity, knowledge/wisdom, faithfulness, and generosity – qualities you want in a friend (“adds”).   (Vs. 5) But the poor usually are always needing, asking, and demanding of others so that they are unable or unwilling to give to anyone or anything (“separates”).  (Vs. 6) The poor are usually poor for a reason (falsehood, liars, unreliable, lazy, blame shifting/excuse =authority problem). Generosity and giving are a character quality that is attractive not only to the Lord but to other people. (Vs. 7) Poor pursue with words/stories (usually only asking for money/favors)
V. Wisdom: It is God’s will for us to grow in Biblical wisdom and discernment rather than lies/falsehood
19:8-10 He who gains wisdom (the heart/mind of God) (ble leb: inner man, mind, will, heart) loves his own soul (vp,n< nephesh: a soul, living being, life, self, person, desire, passion, appetite, emotion). God does not reward (luxary/heaven) fools, nor will slaves (men) rule over princes (Triune God)
VI. Wrath: It is God’s will for us to control our anger 
19:11-12 God’s wisdom (discretion) makes us able to control our anger (@a; aph: a nostril, nose, face, anger). God’s wisdom also enables us to forgive (overlook a transgression).  Discussion -–what does it mean to forgive?  (Colossians 3:12-15). Only God’s wrath (@[;z" zaaph: a storming, raging, rage) is perfect, pure, and just.
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VII. Family: It is God’s will for us to have Biblical family relations
19:13-17 Foolish sons, a contentious (!Adm' madon: strife, contention) wife, lazy family members, careless of conduct family members VERSUS a prudent (lk;f' sakal: to be prudent, wise, insightful, intelligent, prosperous, discerning) wife (Proverbs 31), obedient family members/ keeping the commandments, and gracious/generous family members.  (V.17) Discipline/chasten (rs;y" yasar: to discipline, chasten, admonish, instruct, correct) your son while there is hope hw"q.Ti (((tiqvah: a hope, expectation, hope, longing) Important to discipline consistently while children are young.

VIII. Character: It is God’s will for us to be self-controlled, teachable, kind, and full of faith - trusting in God’s sovereignty
19:18-22 Self-control over our anger (hm'xe chemah: heat, rage) for angry men have to be rescued again and again from bad situations they create by their angry reactions (CNN big fight between pee football coaches).  Listening to counsel and receiving instruction/accepting (lb;q' qabal: to receive, take) discipline (teachability) leads to wisdom.  What is desired in a man is love/kindness (ds,x, chesed: goodness, kindness).   We make many plans and have many desires but the wise many knows and trusts in God’s will to be accomplished – to stand (~Wq qum: to arise, stand up, stand) no matter what.  Man’s plan will be thwarted (Isaiah 8:10) but nothing can thwart God’s plan/will (Job 42:2). 
IX. Fear of the Lord: It is God’s will that we have true life (abundant/full/satisfying life – John 10:10) 
19:18-22 ***Theme of Proverbs (19:23) “The fear of the Lord leads to life (eternal life) – to rest satisfied/untouched by evil ([;bef' sabea: full, ripe, satisfied).  

X. The downward spiral of sin: It is God’s will that we not be lazy, scoffers/simple, disrespectful/rebellious towards parents, poor listeners who stray from the truth, false witness/wicked, or fools deserving discipline.
But the lazy (lce[' atsel: sluggard, lazy) buries his hand in the dish (selfish, no manners) but because of his laziness can’t feed himself/get the food to his mouth.  Strike/rebuke/discipline a scoffer/simple and they will become wary (~ro[' arom: to be shrewd, crafty, sensible).  But rebuke/discipline one who has wisdom/understanding and he will discern knowledge.  (Proverbs 9:7-10).  Rebellious son who mistreats (dd'v' shadad: to deal violently with, despoil, devastate, ruin) his father or chases/drives (xr'B' barach: to go through, flee) away his mother causes shame (vAB bosh: to be ashamed) and reproach (rpex' chapher: to be abashed or ashamed).  A shameful and disgraceful son begins when they stop listening ([m;v' shama: to hear) to instruction/discipline (rs'Wm musar: discipline, chastening, correction) out of pride and no longer respect the God given authority over them and ultimately go astray (hg"v' shagah: to go astray, err).  This kind of person often rebels against government authority, get in trouble with the law – scorning justice and devouring or spreading ([l;B' bala: to swallow down, swallow up, engulf) iniquity/sin (!w<a' aven: trouble, sorrow, wickedness).  Ultimately they often end up in jail or judgment (jp,v, shephet: judgment) and punishment/beating (tAMluh]m; mahalummoth: strokes, blows) for the back since they are fools (lysiK. kesil: stupid fellow, dullard, fool).
