29:1 A man who hardens (hv'q' qashah: to be hard, severe or fierce)
his heart/stubborn after much correction (won’t listen to counsel)  will suddenly be broken without cure (remains in a broken of state of sin/discipline/death)
Ex. Stiff-necked Deut. 10:16, 2 Kings 17:14, 2 Chronicles 30:8, 36:13, Proverbs 1:24-31, 6:15
Ex. 2 Kings 17:14 722 B.C. Assyria captured 10 northern tribes called Israel, and the were intermarried and became the Samaritans.  Under King Hoshea, the Assyrian King 
Q: How do you know when you are stiffed necked?  A: Nehemiah 9:29 (don’t listen) 
Observation: Both Israel and Judah were congquerored or exiled due to being stiff –necked (Jeremiah 7:26, 17:23, 19:15 – ultimately would not heed God’s Words) Acts 7:51 – Stephen warned against stiff-necked to the religious leaders who kill him.
