I. Love for the W_______________________________________ (Romans 9:1-5)
a. 9:2 Sorrow and grief for those accursed/separated from Christ

b. 9:3 Personal sacrifice in valuing the lost above self

c. 9:4 Despite their glorious privileges & history – Israel as a whole is wayward/lost

d. 9:5 The greatness of knowing Christ – He is overall and blessed of God forever

II. Faith in God’s W_____________________________________ and Christ (Romans 9:6-18)
a. 9:6 God’s promises to Israel have not and will not fail

b. 9:7 Salvation is not by nationality, ethnicity, or birth order (Contrast Issac and Ishmael, Jacob and Esau, 
c. 9:8 Salvation is by God’s promises

d. 9:9 Salvation is by God’s Son Jesus Christ “at this time I will come”

e. 9:10-13 Salvation is not by works but by God’s choice and calling
f. 9:14-16 Salvation is not by man’s will or running/striving

g. 9:16-18 Salvation is by God’s mercy and compassion

h. 9:18 Salvation is hidden to those God hardens – but he hardens in response to sin and ongoing rebellion
III. Trust in God’s W______________________________________ (Romans 9:19-29)
a. 9:19-20 God is the potter we are the clay

b. 9:21 He is sovereign - making some nations/people groups for  honorable use and others for common use (contrast Egypt and Israel)
c. 9:22 He is just (willing to demonstrate His wrath)

d. 9:22 He is patient – enduring nations/people groups that are prepared beforehand for destruction

e. 9:23 He is glorious in making some nations/people groups that He has prepared beforehand for glory
f. 9:24-29 He is fair – calling from among both Jews and Gentiles (Hosea 2:23, 1:10, Isaiah 10:22-23, 1:9)He 
IV. Belief unto Righteousness and Salvation is by Faith not W_____________ (Romans 9:30-33)
a. 9:30 Gentiles Obtained Righteousness

i. Did not pursue human righteousness by the law

ii. Obtained God’s righteousness by faith

b. 9:31-32 Israel did not obtain Righteousness

i. Pursed human righteousness by following the law

ii. Did not obtain God’s righteousness by their own works (Why?)
1. Pursued righteousness by works instead of faith

2. They stumbled over the stumbling stone (Christ)

c. 9:33 We can obtain God’s righteousness because God’s promises are certain and He promises here that “He who believes in Him (Jesus) will not be disappointed.”

i. Human responsibility in salvation (monergism in planning/provision of salvation, but by God’s will a synergism in receiving salvation)
ii. What must I do to be saved?  Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and thou shalt be saved.  Acts 2:37, 16:30, Mark 10:17, Luke 10:25, Luke 18:18

iii. Isaiah 28:16 “Therefore thus says the Lord GOD, "Behold, I am laying in Zion a stone, a tested stone, A costly cornerstone for the foundation, firmly placed. He who believes in it will not be disturbed.”
iv. Isaiah 8:14 "Then He shall become a sanctuary; But to both the houses of Israel, a stone to strike and a rock to stumble over, And a snare and a trap for the inhabitants of Jerusalem.”
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
