Review of Romans 10:9-10

I. A Biblical gospel teaches a balance between God’s sovereignty and human responsibility to receive the gospel by repentance and faith

II. A biblical gospel teaches that God has ordained that repentance and faith are required in order for salvation to be applied and credited and so repentance and faith comes BEFORE salvation/regeneration. 

III. A Biblical gospel teaches that Salvation is contingent on a full, total, and complete belief/faith

IV. A biblical gospel teaches a full, total, complete and real belief in the heart will always be reflected or proven by a confession of the mouth.

V. A biblical gospel teaches that being religious or knowledgeable of the gospel doesn’t necessarily mean Jesus is Lord and that one is saved

VI. Biblical faith and repentance that surrenders all is supernaturally enabled and prompted by God and impossible apart from God’s drawing, illumination, conviction, and convincing by the Holy Spirit

VII. A Biblical gospel shows God fairness/no partially by making the gospel available to everyone and crediting/applying righteousness to everyone who believes. 

VIII. The biblical gospel promises the certainty of future salvation so that all who call/appeal to Jesus have assurance of salvation when standing before God for final judgment. 

Today’s Text: Romans 10:14-15  14 How then will they call on Him in whom they have not believed? How will they believe in Him whom they have not heard? And how will they hear without a preacher?  15 How will they preach unless they are sent? Just as it is written, "HOW BEAUTIFUL ARE THE FEET OF THOSE WHO BRING GOOD NEWS OF GOOD THINGS!"

Title: “Why we must become an Evangelizing and Sending Church”
Introduction: Statistics from Church Dynamics (“The Condition of the Church in America by Andy McAdams)
Proposition: Two critical prayers we should be praying as a church so that God is pleased and glorified:

I. Pray that we become and never cease to be an EVANGELIZING church

II. Pray that we become a SENDING church
(10:14) I. Pray that we become and never cease to be an E______________________ church
Uses of epikaleo (“to call”)
a. call (acknowledgement of who a person is or decision of who is in charge/who will be your Lord ruling over your affairs)
b. calling/appeal (a cry of urgency/shouting/for mercy/help)
c. address (specific name the person is known or characterized by)
1. Calling on Jesus recognizes the truth of His name 
2. Calling on Jesus requires faith in Him alone to save/have mercy/forgive our sins
3. Calling on Jesus as Lord should never be delayed or it can be too late

(10:15) Prayer we become a S___________________________ church
Example of Cornelius seeking and God sending Peter to preach/explain the gospel – Acts 10:1-8, 17-48

1. We see that unbelievers can seek God to a limited extent

2. We see that God specifically sends believers to preach the gospel to hearts that are open/seeking (those who seek light, God sends light)

3. We see that unbelievers cannot believe and be saved without first hearing/understanding the gospel.

4. We see that God has ordained/chosen human agency to carry his gospel message to the ends of the earth (what a privilege)
