Romans 2:1-16: “No Excuses”
Review: Called to be Slaves & Saints (Romans 1:1-7), Actions of Saints (Romans 1:8-17) Thankful, Prayer, Loving, Gospel Driven, The wrath of God & Our Need for Righteousness (Romans 1:18-32) Because of Idolatry, Indecency, Insanity God gives sinners over to impurity (dishonored bodies), degrading passions (penalty in their bodies), and a depraved mind (worthy of death).  We learned that God’s wrath is just/fair and men are without excuse because His eternal power and divine nature is made clear in creation and our conscience, and that he deserves glory because He is the only incorruptible one.  So we see a great contrast between the attributes of God and the attributes of man is dishonored, degraded, and depraved.  He is a God to revere and fear and a God to worship by honor and thanksgiving. God is just, powerful, and glorious. We are without excuse and in need of His outside righteousness.  Today’s message out of Romans 2carries forward the same message and similar in that it is going to tell us three sinful qualities of man and 5 qualities of our sovereign God. 
Introduction:
We are without excuse and deserve God’s wrath because…
I. We are woeful hypocrites - “You who judge practice the same things”
a. We Pass judgment on others – we judge others but are guilty ourselves

b. We condemn ourselves (David – 2 Samuel 12)
c. We practice sin (Pharisees – Matthew 6 and 23, Isaiah 29:13, Matthew 15:8)
II. We believe wrong hypothesis – “You suppose…you will escape the judgment of God”
a. Thinking God’s judgment can be escaped on our own (Matthew 23:33)
b. Thinking lightly  of God’s provided escape, the only way of escape (Jesus Christ)

c. Thinking God’s grace is a license to sin and not to lead us to repentance (Romans 6:1-2)
III. We have wicked hearts – “Because of your stubbornness and unrepentant heart you are storing up wrath for yourself in the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of God”
a. Wicked hearts are deceitful and desperately sick - Jeremiah 17:9

b. Wicked hearts refuse to repent even under God’s wrath – Jer. 5:3, Rev. 16:9-11
God is glorious and worthy to be feared and worshipped because…
I. He is Just – “the judgment of God rightly falls upon those who practice such things”
II. He is the Judge – “Will (you) escape the judgment of God?” (NO!)
III. He is Gracious – “The riches of His kindness and tolerance and patience” Ex. 34.6, Eph. 2:7
a. To the righteous – eternal life

b. To the unrighteous – wrath and indignation, tribulation and distress
IV. He is Righteous – “The righteousness judgment of God…render to each person according to His deeds” (Psalm 62:12, Proverbs 24:12, Matthew 16:27, 2 Cor. 5:10)
a. The Day of Wrath (Psalm 110:5-7, Revelation 6)
i. Day of the Lord (Acts 2:20, 1 Cor. 5:5, 1 Thes. 5:2, 2 Thes. 2:2, 2 Peter 3:10)
b. First for the Jew and then the Gentile (1 Peter 4:17)

V. He is Fair – “There is no partiality with God” (Deuteronomy 10:17, Acts 10:34)
Conclusion: All have sinned (whether a Jew under the Law or a Gentile without the Law), God will judge (even the secrets of men through Christ Jesus), so we know we are without excuse, guilty, condemned, and need a solution for our sins.
