Romans 3:27-31:“Conclusions about Righteousness through Faith”
Review Overall: Called to be Slaves & Saints (Romans 1:1-7), Actions of Saints: Thankful, Prayer, Loving, Gospel Driven (Romans 1:8-17), The wrath of God & Our Need for Righteousness: Idolatry, Indecency, and Insanity (Romans 1:18-32) - God gives sinners over to impurity (dishonored bodies), degrading passions (penalty in their bodies), and a depraved mind (worthy of death).  No excuses (Romans 2:1-16) because we are woeful hypocrites, we believe wrong hypothesis, and have wicked hearts, but God is Just, the Judge, Gracious, Righteous, and Fair.  The Greatest Deception: Religious but not saved (Romans 2:17-29) - our heritage, intellect, position, and externals won’t save us.  No such thing as a good person (Romans 3:1-20) because everyone is a liar, under the law, and liable before God.    There is only one way to righteousness (Romans 3:21-26) through faith in Jesus Christ because it has always been God’s plan, it totally by God’s grace, and ultimately a demonstration of God’s justice. 
Last Week: Romans 3:21-26: God’s Righteousness is manifested in Jesus, witnessed by the OT, received through faith, available to all who believe, a total gift of grace, achieved by the ransom of Jesus’ blood, a complete satisfaction of God’s justice, and the one way/only way sinners can be declared righteous.  
This week: Because of these truths about God’s Righteousness through faith in Jesus, there are the following three conclusions:

a. Directed at the Jews (Romans 2:17, 2:23) but applicable to all (Romans 1:30, 2 Tim. 3:2)

III. The Law S__________! Through Jesus Christ the Law was fully fulfilled, the justice of God fully satisfied, and the ability/proper motive of man to live out the moral law fully enabled.   
a. God’s Righteousness does not abolish/tear down the law
i. Meaning of “abolish”
b. God’s Righteousness establishes/makes the law stand
i. Meaning of “establish”
