Romans 5:1-11: “Results of Justification through Jesus Christ” 
Review: Romans 1:1-7: Called to be Slaves & Saints, Romans 1:8-17: Actions of Saints: Thankful, Prayer, Loving, Gospel Driven Romans 1:18-32: The wrath of God & Our Need for Righteousness: Idolatry, Indecency, and Insanity - God gives sinners over to impurity (dishonored bodies), degrading passions (penalty in their bodies), and a depraved mind (worthy of death).  Romans 2:1-16: No excuses because we are woeful hypocrites, we believe wrong hypothesis, and have wicked hearts, but God is Just, the Judge, Gracious, Righteous, and Fair.  Romans 2:17-29: The Greatest Deception: Religious but not saved - our heritage, intellect, position, and externals won’t save us.  Romans 3:1-20: No such thing as a good person because everyone is a liar, under the law, and liable before God.    Romans 3:21-26: One way to righteousness through faith in Jesus Christ because it has always been God’s plan, it totally by God’s grace, and ultimately a demonstration of God’s justice. Romans 3:27-31: There are three conclusions about righteousness through faith No boasting, God is One, and the law stands. Romans 4:1-8: Examples of Righteous by Faith - Abraham and David were saved by faith and had no place to boast.  Romans 4:9-25: God’s righteousness is available to all but applied only to those who have faith because the blessing of salvation is not based on man’s performance (deeds like circumcision) but on God’s promises (to Abraham & us) and power (to declare us righteous by delivering Jesus over to death and from the grave).

OUTLINE: Results of justification through Jesus Christ (4:25-5:1)
I. We have been justified (4:25-5:1, 5:6-5:9) – remembering Christ died for us

A. While we were still helpless (5:6a), ungodly (5:6b), sinners (5:8), enemies (5:10) - Romans 3:23
B. At the right time (5:6) time of the Passover, time of Prophecy/Daniel’s 69th week, fullness of time Mk 1:15, Gal. 4.4
C. As a demonstration of God’s love (5:8)
D. By His blood (5:9) - Ephesians 1:7, 1 John 1:7, Revelation 1:5
E. So that we are saved/rescued/safe from God’s wrath (5:9) - John 3:36
II. We have been reconciled (5:1-5:2, 5:10-5:11) – enjoying peace with God

A. We have peace with God (5:1) - reconciliation)

B. We have grace from God (5:2) – obtained our introduction by faith into this grace

1. If peace/reconciled with God – by grace we stand (5:2) (reason for no fear, confidence, security)

2. If peace/reconciled with God – by grace we exult (5:2) (reason to praise, rejoice, worship)

3. If peace/reconciled with God – by grace we hope (5:4-5) (reason to expect, trust, persevere)
a. We should hope in the glory (praise, honor) of God – for what he has done, is doing, & will do
b. We should hope despite our tribulations (our present struggles and circumstances) 
i. Tribulation brings about perseverance

ii. Perseverance brings about proven character

iii. Proven character brings about hope 
iv. Hope never disappoints

c. We should hope because we have the Holy Spirit (5:5) Ephesians 1:13-14
III. We have reason for exultation (5:2b-5:5, 5:11) – boasting in the hope of the glory of God
A. Exult in hope of the glory of God (5:2b) past justification
B. Exult in our tribulations (5:3) present sanctification
C. Exult in God through our Lord Jesus Christ (5:11) future glorification
