Romans 5:12-21: “Understanding Imputation” PART 2
Review: Romans 1:1-7: Called to be Slaves & Saints, Romans 1:8-17: Actions of Saints: Thankful, Prayer, Loving, Gospel Driven Romans 1:18-32: The wrath of God & Our Need for Righteousness: Idolatry, Indecency, and Insanity - God gives sinners over to impurity (dishonored bodies), degrading passions (penalty in their bodies), and a depraved mind (worthy of death).  Romans 2:1-16: No excuses because we are woeful hypocrites, we believe wrong hypothesis, and have wicked hearts, but God is Just, the Judge, Gracious, Righteous, and Fair.  Romans 2:17-29: The Greatest Deception: Religious but not saved - our heritage, intellect, position, and externals won’t save us.  Romans 3:1-20: No such thing as a good person because everyone is a liar, under the law, and liable before God.    Romans 3:21-26: One way to righteousness through faith in Jesus Christ because it has always been God’s plan, it totally by God’s grace, and ultimately a demonstration of God’s justice. Romans 3:27-31: There are three conclusions about righteousness through faith No boasting, God is One, and the law stands. Romans 4:1-8: Examples of Righteous by Faith - Abraham and David were saved by faith and had no place to boast.  Romans 4:9-25: God’s righteousness is available to all but applied only to those who have faith because the blessing of salvation is not based on man’s performance (deeds like circumcision) but on God’s promises (to Abraham & us) and power (to declare us righteous by delivering Jesus over to death and from the grave).                  Romans 5:1-11: Results of Faith in Jesus Christ – Justification, Reconciliation, and Exultation.  
Introduction: 
Point of the Passage: We must understand the similarities and dissimilarities between Adam and Jesus and between the imputation of sin/rebellion and the imputation of salvation/righteousness so that we can sincerely Accept, be fully Assured, better Appreciate, more deeply Apprehend, and effectively Advance the gospel. 
I. The imputation (transfer) of Sin and Righteousness is Similar (“Just As”) in that
A. (5:12) They were imputed/transferred through ​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​ONE MAN (Adam/Jesus)
1. Because of Adam - sin entered the world

2. Because of Sin – death entered the world

3. Because all sinned – death spread to all men
B. (5:13) They were imputed/transferred before or regardless of MOSAIC LAW
1. Sin was in the world before the Mosaic Law

2. Death reigned before the Mosaic Law
3. Death reigned even over those who did not sin in the same way or severity as Adam as judged by the Mosaic Law
C. (5:18) They were imputed/transferred on the basis of ONE ACT
1. One Transgression (The Fall)
2. One Act of Righteousness (The Cross)
D. (5:15,19) They were imputed/transferred to MANY
1. Many were made sinners
2. Many will be made righteous

E. (5:18) They were imputed/transferred to ALL
1. Condemnation to all men

2. Justification of life to all men
Conclusion (5:14): Adam was a type/pattern of Christ who was to come because both were REPRESENTATIVES of the human race and both transferred their legal standing before God to others.
