Romans 8:4-11: “Full Victory by the indwelling Holy Spirit”
Review: (5 F’s) In Christ we …

1. are Forgiven all our sins – no condemnation

2. are Free from the law of sin and death – already accomplished but not realized

3. are Favored/loved by God - who sent his Son to bear our condemnation/punishment in his flesh/body

4. have Fulfilled the law – by Christ’s righteousness

5. have Functional righteousness – by the Holy Spirit we CAN walk in the Spirit and NOT in the flesh

Introduction:  Four Questions of Lordship
Point of the Passage: Romans 8:4-11 teaches us that The Holy Spirit gives us full victory by seven supernatural works.  A definite direction, desire, destiny, devotion, description, dichotomy, and dwelling.  Because of this full victory we should seek to please God by walking in accordance with the Holy Spirit and not please ourselves by walking according to our flesh. 

A true Christian has a definite…

1.  D________________ >what is your mission/goals in life?
Romans 8:4  the requirement of the Law might be fulfilled in us, who do not walk according to the flesh but according to the Spirit.
2. D________________ > What do you think about the most? 
Romans 8:5  For those who are according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who are according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit.  

3. D________________ > Where will you spend eternity? 
Romans 8:6  For the mind set on the flesh is death, but the mind set on the Spirit is life and peace,  

4. D________________ > What are your priorities (time, treasure, and talents)?
Romans 8:7-8 because the mind set on the flesh is hostile toward God; for it does not subject itself to the law of God, for it is not even able to do so,  8 and those who are in the flesh cannot please God. 

5. D_________________ > How would those who know you best – best describe you?
 Romans 8:9 However, you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. But if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to Him.  

6. D_________________ > What evidence is there in your life that your spirit is alive/reborn? Romans 8:10 If Christ is in you, though the body is dead because of sin, yet the spirit is alive because of righteousness.  

7. D_________________ > Do you have assurance of salvation because the Holy Spirit indwells you and controls your life?
 Romans 8:11 But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you.
