An Active adherent

One of the original followers of Jesus

From Latin “discipulus” – pupil (student) discere (to learn)

Do you want to follow Jesus Christ not only with your words, but with your life?

Do you want to embrace Jesus teachings and spread them to others?

Are you actively obeying (adhering) to Jesus teaching or desire to progress in this area?

Do you believe that Jesus calling to the original disciples is no different than His calling on your life – Come follow me, and I will make you fishers of men”

Are you willing to be a student of Jesus and learn more about Him and His calling on your life?
